[ write to express to you, on behalf of the Executive Comimittee of the Palestine Liberation
Organization; the Palestinian leadership’s unequivocal tejection of the inflammatory campaign
against President Mahmoud Abbas, launched by the Government of Israel.

In a letter dated 26 October 2011, the Israeli Foreign Minister Avigdor Lieberman makes false
claims against the President, concluding that “no agteement will ever be possible as long as
Mahmoud Abbas leads the Palestinian Authotity.”

We consider this to be the continuation of an incitement campaign launched on October 24 by Mr.
Avigdor Liebermman, the main coalition pattner of the Israeli Prime Minister. On that day, he
announced that President Mahmoud Abbas was the “preatest obstacle” to peace. The daily Tsraeli
newspaper, Haaretz, quotcd him as saying; “If there is one obstacle that should be removed
immediately, it is [Abbas]”. '

The Foreign Minister falsely accused President Abbas of supporting Istael’s brutal war against our
people in Gaza in 2009. This fabrication is a cyhical attempt by the Government of Tsrael to incite
the Palestinian people against their President.

The Palestinian leadership considers this kind of incitement, which we consider to be a clear threat
against the life of President Mahmoud Abbas and indeed the prospects of peace. The letter
indicates a clear pronouricemeént of Israel’s hostile intentions towards the Palestinian people and
their leadership, We call on governments to state clearly their condemmnation of such reckless
campaigns.

The Palestinian people and the interhational community are faced with an Israeli government that
violates international norms and standards, and does so with impunity. Istagl must be made to
understand that its actions, which harm the prospects of peace, will be confronted at every turn.
